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MP 1: The Treaty of Versailles was the treaty signed to end World War I. 

· “President Woodrow Wilson attended the Versailles Conference as the personal representative of the United States, joining President Clemenceau of France and Prime Minister Lloyd George of Great Britain” (Carroll 416). 

· Some of the terms of the treaty forced Germany to: pay five billion dollars in five years to the victorious nations, have an army of less than one hundred thousand men, destroy their tanks and not create new ones (Fawcett 252).

· The Treaty turned the Austria-Hungary Empire into a lot of smaller countries (“The Impact of the Treaty of Versailles”). 

· The Treaty was signed on November, 11, 1918 at 11:00 a.m. (Dolan 84).
