Rhetoric/ENG 1101 CCP
Course Description: In English Composition I, students learn reflective, analytical and argumentative writing strategies, incorporating sources and personal experience. Students will negotiate between public and private rhetorical situations and purposes to achieve academic literacy. They will write multiple drafts using a recursive writing process as they work toward fluency in style and mechanics.

Participation: Your participation in class discussions and group work is extremely important to the success of this course. One of the ways to do this is to listen attentively and respect what others have to say. Another way is simply to offer your ideas when others are too shy. Hearing one voice is sometimes all it takes to spark new and stimulating ideas. If at any time you feel uncomfortable contributing to class discussions, please let me know. If you are not participating, I reserve the right to question why.
Arrive to class prepared to discuss the assigned reading/writing and to talk and to listen to your classmates. I promise to arrive to class prepared for our discussions and ready to hear your thoughts and ideas. 

The guidelines for discourse in my course are:

-         Be generous in class discussions by sharing the floor with others.

-         Question the comments of others and invite questions about your contributions.

-         Avoid blaming, shaming, and attacking.
Peer Review Sessions: A peer review session will be held for each paper. You have two responsibilities in these sessions: 1) to discuss possible changes and improvements to your partner’s paper, and 2) to write comments to your partner. You will give your partner those comments and also hand a copy of those comments to me. You will receive credit for your written comments. After you receive comments from your peers, you should revise, or re-visit, your paper. On the due date indicated on the weekly schedule, you will submit the paper to me.

How you will be evaluated in ENG 1101:I will read and assess each paper and assign a tentative grade to it. I will tell you what I like about your efforts, where I think you can improve, and the best ways I know for making that improvement. I will respond to your drafts with written comments. I hope that my feedback and the peer work you’ll be doing with classmates will help you to continually rethink, revise, and rewrite. I will be glad at any time in the course to discuss your writing, your participation in class, or your grades. However, your energies are best used in this class by thinking about the ideas and issues involved in your writing rather than fretting over a certain letter grade.
Here’s how the process works: When your assignments are returned to you, there will be a tentative grade on them. A tentative grade is a grade that reflects how the piece stands at that point. You will have the opportunity to change your grade on each essay throughout each quarter. You may hand in a revised draft of each paper at any time during the quarter. If you choose to revise, your second grade will be the recorded grade.

Revisions: A note of caution: in order for your grade on a paper to be raised, you will need to do considerable revision. Considerable revision is not defined as moving a comma or adding a semi-colon. Please look at your entire paper and develop a plan for improvement. Submit both the original graded paper and the revised paper for me to read when you revise your work. 

Homework: You must do your own work.  The school and I will have no tolerance for cheating and/or copying answers. If you are missing homework, it is your responsibility to communicate with me before the day of class. A yellow slip will be issued for missing homework.   

Communication:  Remember, I plan on treating you as university students.  That means that you are responsible for completing your assignments, organizing your time, and communicating with me if there are any problems or questions before class.  Remember that losing your homework is almost never an excuse as I have the documents up on the class website.  I respect you like adults, so please take that responsibility seriously.  

Make-up Work: All make-up work is due to me or in my mailbox absolutely no later than one week after your absence. (ie. If you are gone from a class Tuesday Sept. 6th-- your work is due by Tuesday Sept 13th). I will not come and find you. The assignments are on the class website.  If you are unsure of an assignment, it is your responsibility to contact me. If it is a planned absence, you must make arrangements with me before hand.   

MLA Style:  All paper assignments, except for homework or informal responses, must be done in MLA style which includes a proper heading, double-spaced, Times New Roman font 12 point font and one inch margins.  Points will be deducted if assignments are not turned in according to the correct format.
